The AIP-Thailand is published by authority of the Department of Civil Aviation.

Applicable ICAO documents

The AIP is prepared in accordance with the Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs) of Annex 15 to the Convention
on International Civil Aviation and the Aeronautical Information Services Manual (ICAO DOC 8126). Charts contained in the
AIP are produced in accordance with Annex 4 to the Convention on International Civil Aviation and the Aeronautical Chart
Manual (ICAO DOC 8697). Differences from ICAO Standards, Recommended Practices and Procedures are given in
subsection GEN 1.7.

The AIP structure and established regular amendment interval

The AIP structure

The AIP forms part of the Integrated Aeronautical Information Package,details of which are given in subsection GEN 3.1.
The principal AIP structure is shown in graphic form on page GEN 0.1-3.

The AIP is made up of three Parts, General (GEN), Enroute (ENR) and Aerodromes (AD), each devided into sections and
subsections as applicable, containing various types of information subjects.

Part 1 - General (GEN)
Part 1. consists of five sections containing information as briefly described hereafter.

GEN 0 - Preface; Record of AIP Amendments; Record of AIP Supplements; Checklist of AIP pages; List of hand amendments
to the AIP; and the Table of Contents to Part 1.

GEN 1 - National regulations and requirements - Designated authorities; Entry, transit and departure of aircraft; Entry, transit
and departure of passengers and crew; Entry, transit and departure of cargo; Aircraft instruments, equipment and flight
documents; Summary of national regulations and international agreements/conventions; and Differences from ICAO
Standards,Recommended Practices and Procedures.

GEN 2 - Table and codes - Measuring system, aircraft markings, holidays; Abbreviations used in AlS publications; Chart
symbols; Location indicators; List of radio navigation aids; Conversion tables; and Sunrise/Sunset tables.

GEN 3 - Services - Aeronautical information services; Aeronautical charts; Air traffic services; Communication services;
Meteorological services; and Search and rescue.

GEN 4 - Charges for aerodromes and air navigation services - Aerodrome charges; and Air navigation services charges.
Part 2 - En-route (ENR)

Part 2 - consists of seven sections containing information as briefly described hereafter.

ENR 0 - Table of contents to Part 2

ENR 1 - General rules and procedures - General rules; Visual flight rules; Instrument flight rules; ATS airspace classification;
Holding, approach and departure procedures; Radar services and procedures; Altimeter setting procedures; Regional
supplementary procedures; Air traffic flow management; Flight planning; Addressing of flight plan messages; Interception of

civil aircraft; Unlawful interference; and Air traffic incidents.

ENR 2 - Air traffic services airspace - Detailed description of Flight information regions (FIR); Terminal control areas (TMA);

Note - Other types of routes which are specified in connection with procedures for traffic to and from aerodromes/heliports are
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described in the relevant sections and subscriptions of part 3 - Aerodromes.

ENR 4 - Radio navigation aids/systems - Radio navigation aids - en-route; Special navigation system; Name - code
designators for significant points; and Aeronautical ground lights - en-route.

ENR 5 - Navigation warnings - Prohibited, restricted and danger areas; Military exercise and training areas; Other activities of
a dangerous nature; Air navigation obstacles - en-route; Aerial sporting and recreational activities; and Bird migration and
areas with sensitive fauna.
ENR 6 - En-route charts - En-route Chart - ICAO and index charts.

3.1.3 Part 3 - Aerodromes (AD)
Part 3 - consists of sections containing information as briefly described hereafter.

AD 0 - Table of Contents to Part 3.

AD 1 - Aerodromes - Introduction - Aerodromes availability; Rescue and fire fighting services; Index to aerodromes and
heliports; and Grouping of aerodromes.

AD 2 - Aerodromes - Detailed information about aerodromes; including helicopter landing areas, if located at the aerodromes.

Aeronautical
Information of general technical interest or of a purely administrative nature and therefore inappropriate to NOTAM or AIP will
be published in Aeronautical Information Circulars (AIC).

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GEN 1.2 ENTRY,TRANSIT AND DEPARTURE OF AIRCRAFT

General

International flight into, from or over Thailand territory shall be subject to the current Thailand regulations relating to civil
aviation. These regulations correspond in all essentials to the standards and Recommended Practices contained in Annex 9
to the Convention on International Civil Aviation.

To fly over or take-off or land in the territory of Thailand, foreign aircraft/airline is required to obtain prior per mission.
Application for such permission shall be made to the Director of Air Transport Control Division as address in designated
authorities.

No aircraft entering or leaving the Kingdom shall land before or depart except at or from a Customs Airport.

Provided that an aircraft which is compelled by force majeure to land before arrival at or after departure from a Customs
Airport shall, after compliance with the procedure laid down below, be deemend to have landed at or departed from a
Customs Airport according to the requirement of the foregoing paragraph.

In case that any aircraft entering or leaving the Kingdom is compelled by force majeure to land at any place other than a
Customs Airport, the person in charge shall forthwith report to a Customs Officer or an Administrative or Police Official, and
on demand, produce to such Officer the log books belonging to the aircraft and shall not allow any goods to be unloaded
therefrom without the consent of a Customs Officer; and no passenger or member of the personnel thereof shall leave the
immediate vicinity without the consent of a Customs Officer or an Administrative or Police Official. If the place of landing be
an airport, the person in charge shall forthwith report the arrival of the aircraft and the place whence it came to the proprietor
or officer in charge of the airport, who shall forthwith report the arrival of the aircraft to a Customs Officer and shall not allow
any goods to be unloaded therefrom or any passenger or member of the personnel thereof to leave the airport without the
consent of such Officer.

Scheduled flights
General

Scheduled international air services may be operated by foreign airline into or in transit across Thailand in pursuance of:

a) The International Air Services Transit Agreement, provided that the states in which the airline is registered is a contracting
party to this Agreement, or

b) Agreement between Thailand and the States in which the airline is registered.

Documentary Requirements for Clearance of Aircraft

The documents required for clearance of aircraft on entry and departure to and from Thailand must be submitted by
authorized agent or pilot-in-command. All documents are acceptable when completed in legible English. No visas are

2.3  Public Health Measures Applied to Aircraft
2.3.1 Public health measures are required to be carried out in respect of aircraft entering Thailand in accordance with Infections
Disease Act., Thailand and International Health Regulations (WHO).
2.3.2 Aircraft arriving from infected area may land at an international airport provided the aircraft has been disinsected while
in flight approximately thirty minutes before arrival at the airport. The insecticide to be used is authorized aerosol (Standard
reference aerosol). If, in special circumstances a second spraying of the aircraft is deemed necessary by the Health
Authority to be carried out on the ground, passengers and crew are permitted to disembark beforehand.
3. Non-scheduled flights
3.1 Procedures
3.1.1 Subject to the observance of the terms of the Convention on International Civil Aviation, application must be made and prior
approval obtained from the Thai Department of Civil Aviation for all aircraft of the Contracting States of the Convention
desiring to carry out non-scheduled flight into, in transit non-stop across Thailand, or to make stops for non-traffic purpose
in Thailand. The application must contain the following particulars:
1. Name, address and business connection with the aircraft of the informant.
2. Owner, type, nationality and registration mark of the aircraft.
3. Name of operator.
4. Purpose of flight.
5. Routing, including aerodromes before/after Thailand.
6. Names of aerodromes to land in Thailand.
7. Dates and times of its arrival and departure at each aerodrome.
3.1.2 Aircraft of non-contracting States of the Convention on International Civil Aviation, desiring to fly in transit, non-stop across
Thailand or to land for non-traffic purposes, must apply and obtain prior approval through diplomatic channel. The application
must contain the particulars in the 3.1.1.
3.1.3 Aircraft of Contracting States of the Convention on International Civil Aviation. intending to perform a non-scheduled flight
into and/or out of thailand for the purpose of taking on and/or discharging passengers, cargo and mail, must apply in writing
to the Department of Civil Aviation. The application must be submitted not less than 7 days in advance of the intended date of

operation and contain the following particulars:

1. Name, address and business connection with the aircraft of the applicant.
2. Owner, type, nationality and registration mark of the aircraft.

3. Name of operator.

4. Purpose of flight and landing in Thailand.

5. Routing.

6. Names of aerodrome to land in Thailand.
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7. Dates and times of its arrival and departure at each aerodrome.

8. Number and list of passengers, categories of passengers (i.e. Inclusive Tour Group, Affinity Group or Own Use Charter
etc.) including points of embarkation or disembarkation of passengers.

9. Name of Charterer and agent including address to contact in Thailand.

10. Description and Quantity of freight, consignor, consignee and including points of
loading and unloading of freight.

Note: Inclusive Tour Charter Flight
1. The entire capacity of the aircraft shall be hired by one or several persons in charge of Inclusive Tour Charter Flight and
shall be reserved for the sole use of the participants of a travel program which has been fixed in advance. If the trip is to be
regarded as an inclusive tour, the following conditions must be complied with

1) The duration of the tour shall not be less than one week.

2) The travel arrangement shall comprise transportation, hotel accommodation and meal (i.e. at least breakfast and one
principal meal) as well as excursions, if such be arranged and including home transportation.

3) Each group of passengers to be transported shall consist of not less than 15 persons, all from the same Inclusive Tour
Charter Agency and with the same travel arrangement. The same aircraft may carry several of these groups.

4) There shall be a travel agency courier at the disposal of the group at the point of destination.

5) The participating group members shall make full payment, no refund of payment in case of part of the arrangement not
being utilized, for the entire travel arrangement.

2. Transportation of revenue passengers who do not participate in Inclusive Tour Group, is not permitted.

3. The flight may not be performed with aircraft not owned by the Contracting charter company, unless special permission has
been obtained from the Department of Civil Aviation.

4. Any amendments in the flight programe on which the permission of the Department of Civil Aviation is based, shall be
submitted for approval.

5. It is the duty of the charter company concerned to control the participants of the respective groups are all transported
together on the outward and return flight. Any deviation, as well as the course thereof, shall at the latest be reported to the

—P Department of Civil Aviation upon the return of the aircraft to the point of origin.

Affinity Group Charter Flight

I) The entire capacity of the aircraft shall be hired by a club or an association. In specific cases, however, exemption may be
granted, permitting up to 3 charterers for one flight.

2) The club or association shall be of a permanent character (juristic person) and its principle purpose shall be other than
travel arrangements and the membership of the club or association must not exceed a maximum of 20000.

3) The persons who are to be transported, shall be members of the club or association for not less than 6 months. Qualified to
participate are likewise parents, spouse or children of such a member, provided that they belong to his household and are
accompanied by him.

Own Use Charter Flight

1) The entire capacity of the aircraft hired by the charterer (individual, firm, legitimate club or associations) for transportation
either of employees of the charterer or of persons affiliated with the charterer other than employees (e g. the hiring by a
sports club for transportation of a football team to a match)

2) The charterer of the aircraft solely, shall decide the destination of the aircraft as well as all arrangement connected with the
journey.

3) The charterer shall defray all expenses incidental to the flight, no payment, either direct or indirect, to be made by the
participant of the flight to the charterer.
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An agent of foreign airline shall posses the following competences

2) Having residence in Thailand.

3) Having been delegated general authority in respect of agent in writing by the appointing airline and sustaining
responsibility for the appointing airline in any respects.

Nevertheless, they are still needed to proceed to customs green or red channels for customs
inspection. Passenger who has nothing to declare, will be immediately released through the green channel, while
passengers who has goods to declare, must proceed through the red channel for customs inspection.

1)  For International Airport in Thailand, the dual-channel system for the clearance inwards of passengers and their
baggage is introduced.
a) one (green channels) with the words "NOTHING TO DECLARE" for passengers having with them no goods or only
goods which can be admitted free of import duties and taxes and which are not subject to import prohibitions or

b) the other (red channels) with the words "GOODS TO DECLARE" for other passengers or the passengers is unsure
whether or not goods are subject to a).

2) Passenger proceeding through the green channel may be subject to random search if the customs officer has
reasonable suspicion.

3) The following goods accompanying passengers are duty free allowance :

— > - 200 cigarettes of 250 grams of cigars and tobacco or altogether weighting not more than 250 grams at the maximum

- 1 litre of alcholic liquor
- Personal effects in reasonable quantity and of which value not exceeding 10,000 Baht
- Used household effects on permanent change of domicile in reasonable amounts.

4) The following articles are restricted and prohibited to bring into Thailand :

. Narcotics and stimulated drugs;

. Armaments and dangerous objects;

. Obscene articles;

. Telecommunication equipments;

. Wild animals and plants;

. Any articles concerning Intellectual Property Right (IPR) violation

. Other prohibited and restricted goods according to laws and regulations of concerned government agencies.

5) Passenger with dutiable item and restricted articles which are not intended for use in Thailand must inform Customs and
present the airplane ticket stating the destination to the third country. Those items shall be placed in Customs custody
not more than 2 months. They can be reclaimed on the departure date while checking in by informing the airline staff
and paying the storage fees at the customs office.

6) No limit of foreign currency and Thai currency to bring into Thailand. In case that passengers bring more than
10,000 $US, they might ask the customs officers at customs channels to issue the certified document to used as the
evidence in bringing that amount of money into Thailand.

7) Any dutiable, prohibited and/or restricted articles found being brought through the Green Channel will be confiscated and
the bearer may be subject to a fine equal to four times the duty-paid value of the gooods or 10-year imprisonment,
or both.

1.2 Baggages belonging to out-bound passenger will normally be released without interference of the Customs due to most of
export items are exempted from Customs duty.

- Maximum 500,000.00 Baht can be taken out to Thailand’s bordered countries and Vietnam.
- Maximum 50,000.00 Baht can be taken out to The other countries.
The export permit must be granted by authorized bank if the amount exceeding the above maximum.

No limit of foreign currency to take out of Thailand but in reasonable amount for the detail information, please ask the
authorized banks or Bank of Thailand.

3) Outbound passengers who want to apply for VAT. refund must submit the completed form for vat. refund application for
tourist (pp.10). This form should be presented together with the purchased goods and the receipts to the Customs
officers at the Customs Inspection offices at the departure hall before checking in the tickets at airline counters.

After passengers proceeding at the immigration counters, they can claim the VAT. refund at the revenue department’s
offices.

Immigrant Requirements

No documents or visas are required of passengers arriving and departing on the same through flight or transferring to another
flight at the same airport and staying within transit lounge not exceeding 12 hours.

Holding a diplomatic passport of Cambodia.

Holder of a passport or its equivalent document who enters and stays temporarily in the Kingdom for any international
meetings or sports competition which are hosted by the Thai Government or approved by the Ministries,
Departments concerned.

An alien may enter into Thailand for a period of up to 90 days without visa under following conditions.

Holding a diplomatic or an official passport of the following countries:

Argentina, Austria, Belgium, Brazil, Bhutan, Chile, Croatia, Czech & Slovak, Germany, Hungary, India, Israel,ltaly, Korea
(South), Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Malaysia, Mexico, Nepal, Netherlands, Peru, Philippines, Poland, Romania, Russia,
Singapore, South Africa, Switzerland, Tunisia and Turkey.

Holding a passport of Brazil, Chile, Korea (South) and Peru.

Holder of a passport or its equivalent document of Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) Economies holding APEC
Business Travel Card (ABTC) who enters and stays temporarily in the Kingdom for any business not exceeding 90 days.

An alien holding the nationality of the following countries may enter into Thailand for a period of up to 15 days by asking a
visa on arrival at Bangkok, Chiang Mai, Chiang Rai, Phuket, Hat Yai, U-Taphao ,Krabi, Samui, Sukhothai and Surat Thani
airports :

National regulations and practices concerning facilitation of international air transport are being carried out at Thai
International Airports as far as possible in accordance with the provisions set forth in the Standards and Recommended
Practices of Annex 9 to the Convention on International Civil Aviation. Differences from certain Annex 9 provisions

only exist in those cases where it has not yet been possible to amend national legislation accordingly. Continuous efforts are
however, being made, through FAL Sub Committee of Civil Aviation Board to eliminate these differences as soon as possible.
Any significant differences are reflected in the regulations and procedures described on the following items and are noted
below:

2. Area of responsibility
2.1 The Aeronautical Information Services Headquarters is responsible for the collection and dissemination of information for the
whole of Thailand and for the airspace over the sea under the jurisdiction of Thailand for air traffic control purpose.
2.2 The International NOTAM Office is responsible for the collection and dissemination of NOTAM including its monthly summary
in plain language.
3. Aeronautical publications
3.1 The aeronautical information is provided in the form of the integrated Aeronautical Information Package consisting of the

following elements:

- Aeronautical Information Publication (AIP);

- Amendment service to the AIP (AIP AMDT);

- Supplement to the AIP (AIP SUP);

- NOTAM and Pre-flight Information Bulletins (PIB);
- Aeronautical Information Circulars (AIC); and

- Checklists and summaries.
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NOTAM and the related monthly checklists are issued via the Aeronautical Fixed Service (AFS), while the PIB are made
available at aerodrome AIS units. All other elements of the package are distributed by mail.

3.2 Aeronautical Information Publication (AIP)

The AIP, issued in one volume, is the basic aeronautical Information document published for Thailand, and contains
information of a lasting character essential to air navigation. It is available in English only and is maintained up to date by an
amendment service consisting of reprinted pages and, in the case of minor amendments, manuscript corrections.

3.3 Amendment service to the AIP (AIP AMDT)
Amendments to the AIP is made by means of replacement sheets. One type of AIP AMDT are produced:

- regular AIP Amendment (AIP AMDT) issued in accordance with the established regular interval (see GEN 0.1-2 par 3.2)
incorporates permanent changes into the AIP on the indicated publication date.

A brief description of the subjects affected by the amendment is given on the AIP Amendment cover sheet. New information
included on the reprinted AIP pages is annotated or identified by a vertical line in the left margin (or immediately to the left) of
the change /addition. A check list of AIP pages containing page number/chart title and the publication or effective date (day,
month by name and year) of the information is reissued with each amendment and is an integral part of the AIP.

3.4 Supplement to the AIP (AIP SUP)

Temporary changes of long duration (3 months or longer) and information of operational significance containing
comprehensive text and/or graphics are published as AIP Supplement. Each AIP Supplement is assigned a serial number, a
new series being established for each calendar year. A checklist of AIP Supplement in force is issued every month through
the printed plan language summary of NOTAM.

AIP Supplement is issued in two series as follows:-

Series A - Containing information concerning facilities, services and procedures of interest to international civil aviation, and
given general international distribution;

Series B - Containing information of concern only to aircraft other than those engaged in international civil aviation, and given
national distribution only.

3.5 NOTAM and Pre-flight Information
Bulletins (PIB)

NOTAM contain information concerning the establishment, condition or change in any aeronautical facility, service, procedure
or hazard, the timely knowledge of which is essential for personnel concerned with flight operations. The text of each NOTAM
contains the information in the order shown in the ICAO NOTAM Format and is composed of the signification/uniform
abbreviated phraseology assigned to the ICAO NOTAM Code complemented by ICAO abbreviations, indicators, identifiers,
designators, call signs, frequencies, figures and plain language. NOTAM are originated and issued for Bangkok FIR and are
distributed in two series identified by the letters A and C.

Series A - NOTAM containing information on Thailand International Airports and ATS routes according to circumstances.
Distribution: States

Series C - NOTAM containing information on Thailand International Airports, domestic airports and ATS routes according to
circumstances. Distribution: Domestic

Each NOTAM is assigned a serial number preceded by the appropriate letter indicating the series. The serial numbers start
with NR 0001 at 0000 UTC on 1 January every year. A checklist of NOTAM currently in force is issued every month over the
AFTN, and in addition, a printed plain language summary of their substance is sent by airmail to those who had originally
received the NOTAM over the AFTN, as well as to others on request.

NOTAM are published as and when necessary to disseminate information of direct Operational significance which:-
(a) is of an ephemeral nature;

(b) requires advance distribution; or
(c) is appropriate to the AIP but immediate dissemination is required.
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Each NOTAM is given a serial number, a new series being established for each calendar year. A checklist of NOTAM
currently in force is issued at the beginning of each month.

Aeronautical Information Circulars (AIC)

The Aeronautical Information Circulars (AIC) contain information on the long -term forecast of any major change in legislation,
regulations, procedures or facilities; information of a purely explanatory or advisory nature liable to affect flight safety; and
information or notification of an explanatory or advisory nature concerning technical, legislative or purely administrative
matters.

Checklist and summary of NOTAM

A checklist of valid NOTAM is issued monthly via AFS. The checkilist is followed by a printed summary of NOTAM distributed
by mail to all recipients of the integrated Aeronautical Information Package. It contains a plain language (in English)
presentation of the valid NOTAM and information about the number of the latest issued AIP AMDT, AIP SUP and AIC as well
as the numbers of the elements issued under the AIRAC that will become effective or, if none, the NIL AIRAC natification.

4. Types of services
Personal briefing and consultation for flight crew members are provided for all International aerodrome.

The Meteorological office and Meteorological Watch Office at Bangkok International Airport operate throughout the 24 hours
and provide the following services for civil aviation:

a) Full meteorological documentation for current operational planning for all flights operating out of Bangkok International
Airport, whenever possible the pilot-in-command or his representative is given personal briefing by a forecaster at the
meteorological office, otherwise briefing may be carried out by telephone.

b) Area meteorological watch over the Bangkok FIR with the supply of meteorological information including SIGMET
information to aircraft in flight through the Bangkok ATS radio channels.

¢) Continuous VOLMET broadcasts of Aviation weather reports and SIGMET information are also included in HF/SSB
broadcasts for Bangkok/Intl, Rangoon/Mingaladon, Kuala Lumpur/Intl, Dhaka/Intl, Chiang Mai/Intl, U-Taphao and Phuket / Intl.

d) Meteorological information for ATS.

The meteorological office at Chiang Mai International Airport (VTCC-48327), Rayong/U-Taphao International Airport
(VTBU-48477), Songkhla/Hat Yai International Airport (VTSS-48569), Phuket International Airport (VTSP-48565), and Ubon
Ratchathani Airport (VTUU-48407) operate throughout the 24 hours and provide the following service for civil aviation:

a) Meteorological documentation for current operational planning for all flights operating out of the International Airports,
whenever possible the Pilot-in-command or his representative is given personal briefing by a forecaster at the Meteorological
Watch office, otherwise briefing may be carried out by telephone.

b) Meteorological information including SIGMET information to aircraft in flight through the ATS radio channels.
¢) Meteorological information for ATS.

Details of documentation supplied for each flight are determined by agreement between operator and meteorological office. In
general, the pilot-in-command is provided with documentation comprising forecasts for take-off, climb and descent (ICAO
model H), appropriate aerodrome forecasts in TAF code form (ICAO model A2), one fixed-time prognostic significant
weather chart (ICAO model SWH/SWL) together with a selection of up to two of the following streamline/isotach/spot
temperature charts (ICAO model IS):

a prognostic 850 hPa chart as necessary
a prognostic 700 hPa chart and/or
a prognostic 500 hPa chart and/or
a prognostic 300 hPa chart and/or
a prognostic 200 hPa chart and/or
a prognostic 100 hPa chart as necessary

Routine aerodrome forecasts received from other meteorological offices are normally included in meteorological
documentation without modification. When a required aerodrome forecast is not received a provisional forecast
may be issued by the meteorological office providing the documentation.

The Search and Rescue service in Thailand are provided by military and Civil organizations and co-ordinate by the Department
of Civil Aviation. Assistance to civil aircraft in distress is provided in accordance with International Standards and Recommended
Pracitices of ICAO Annex 12. The overall responsibility for making available the necessary facilities rests with the Department of
Civil Aviation.

2. Area of responsibility

The boundary of the search and rescue area, which is coincident with the Bangkok FIR, runs as follows:-

A point on the Thai border at 1000 N, then along the national border between Thailand and Myanmar/Laos/Cambodia to the coast,
then to 1000N 10215E, to 0700N 10300E, to 0615N 10215E, then westward along the national border between Thailand and
Malaysia to 0630N 9930E, then to 0715N 9800E, to 1000N 9630E, then eastward along 1000N to the Thai border.

3. Types of Service

The Bangkok Rescue Co-ordination Centre is co-located with the Mission Control Centre (MCC) and controls two LEOLUTs (Low
Earth Orbit Local User Terminal). Both LEOLUTSs provide full capability processing of 121.5 MHz, 243.0 MHz and 406 MHz
frequency bands, including G-SARP proceesing of the transponded 406 MHz SARR data. The local coverage area of the LEOLUTs
includes the Bay of Bengal, parts of the Indian Ocean, and the South China Sea, as well as the land area of South Asia, including all
of Thailand and the Malaysian Peninsula.

Details of related rescue units are given in Table 3.1 Search and Rescue Units. In addition to the various elements by the
Militaries, The Bangkok Radio whose responsible of contacting with merchant marine and the The Royal Thai Police (Marine Police)
are also available for co-ordinate in Search and Rescue mission, when required.

The aeronautical Bangkok Area Control Centre, all ATS units and COM facilities, maritime and public telecommunication service are
also available to the Search and Rescue units.

ALL SAR aircraft and maritime craft carry survival equipment, capable of being dropped, consisting of inflatable rubber dinghies
equipped with medical supplies.

Aircraft and maritime craft are equipped to communicate on 121.5 MHz, 123.1 MHz, 243.0 MHz and 500 kHz, 2182/5680 kHz.

4, SAR agreement

As the neighbouring country and being the member of Association of South East Asian Nation and Annex 12 for the Convention, the
government of Thailand have ratified the Agreement for the Facilitation of Search for aircraft in distress and Rescue Survivors of
Aircraft Accidents with the Government of the Republic of Singapore and the Department of Civil Aviation, Malaysia. This agreement
provided for facilitation of the over flight and landing of search and rescue aircraft without prior permission after dispatch of a

flight plan and rescue assistance to aircraft in distress and survivors of aircraft accidents within the common boundary and or
respective SAR.

Requests for the entry of aircraft, equipment and personal from other state to engage in the search for aircraft in distress or to
rescue survivors of aircraft accident should be transmitted directly to the Bangkok Rescue Co-ordination Centre, in accordance with
the standing plan for the conduct of Search and Rescue in its area. Defraying for the costs of accommodation and transportation

of crew members and fuelling service are being responsible of the requesting state.

5. Conditions of availability

The SAR service and facilities in Thailand are available without charge to neighboring states upon request to Department of Civil
Aviation at all the times. For the condition of availability for international use, there are no dedicated SAR aircraft and SAR
vessels. All aircraft and vessels of militaries and civil agencies are being provided on request in conducting of SAR mission.

The other facilities and personnel of Military, Royal Thai Police, Department of Forestry and Local Administration Organization
will also conduct SAR mission as well.

6. Procedures and Signals used

6.1 Procedures and Signals used by aircraft

Procedure for pilots-in-command observing and accident or intercepting a distress call/or message are outlined in ICAO
Annex 12, Chapter 5.

6.2 COMMUNICATIONS

6.2.1 Transmission and reception of distress messages within the Bangkok FIR Search and Rescue Area are handled
in accordance with ICAO Annex 10, Volume I, Chapter 5, Paragraph 5.3.

6.2.2 For Communications during search and rescue operations, the codes and abbreviations published in ICAO
Abbreviations and Codes (Doc 8400/4) are used.

6.2.3 Information concerning positions, call-signs, frequencies, and hours of operation of Thai aeronautical stations
and navigation aids is published in section AD 2 and ENR 2.

6.2.4 Air Traffic Service Units guard on the international frequencies 121.5 and 243.0 MHz. continuously, during the
hours of services. Coastal Radio operates on 24 hours basic and guards on international distress frequencies.

1. GENERAL

The charges set out hereunder are collected in accordance with the Air Navigation Act.B.E.2497 including the amendments
concerned.

2. LANDING CHARGES

Landing rates is based daily on maximum permissible take-off weight of the aircraft as specified in its Flight Manual
as follows :

2.1 Rates for airports of Department of Civil Aviation are as follows:

a) First 50 metric tons: not exceeding 85 Baht per metric ton ;

b) Over 50 up to 100 metric tons : the charge for (a) plus not exceeding 95 Baht for every metric ton
in excess of 50 metric tons;

c) Over 100 metric tons : the charge for (a) and (b) plus not exceeding 105 Baht for every metric ton
in excess of 100 metric tons;

2.2 Rates for International Airport of Bangkok, Chiang Mai, Chiang Rai, Hat Yai and Phuket are as follows:

a) First 10 metric tons: not exceeding 1,020 Baht ;

b) Over 10 up to 50 metric tons: the charge for (a) plus not exceeding 120 Baht for every metric ton
in excess of 10 metric tons;

c) Over 50 up to 100 metric tons : the charge for (a) and (b) plus not exceeding 140 Baht for every
metric ton in excess of 50 metric tons;

d) Over 100 metric tons; the charge for (a) and (b) and (c) plus not exceeding 155 Baht for every
metric ton in excess of 100 metric tons.

2.3 At Samui Airport, Sukhothai Airport and Trat temporary airport rate will be charged not exceeding
100 Baht per metric ton.

2.4 Khok Kathiam (Lop Buri), Khorat, Takhi (Nakhon Sawan), U-taphao and Prachuab Khiri Khan
the charges are not exceeding the rates for Aerodrome in 2.1

2.5 Cha-ian (Nakhon Si Thammarat), Nakhon Sawan and Songkhla the charges are not exceeding 50 %
of the rates for Aerodrome in 2.1

2.6 Other Aerodromes not mentioned above and all temporary areas for take-off and landing of aircraft,
the charges are not exceeding 25 % of the rates for Aerodrome in 2.1

Any fraction of a metric ton (1,000 kilogrammes) is counted as a full metric ton.
Reductions

(a) Landing rates for domestic flights at aerodromes in 2.3, 2.4, 2.5, 2.6 the charges are not exceeding 50%.
(b) Landing at U-Taphao exporting of Thai fruits, the charges are not exceeding 50% of the rates for Aerodrome in 2.4
(c) If a landing is made in conjunction with the seasonal festival or for flight training at aerodromes in

2.1,2.3,2.4, 2.5, 2.6 the charges are not exceeding 50%.

Exemptions

(a) Foreign military aircraft.

(b) Foreign government - owned aircraft or aircraft wholly chartered by foreign government in use of carrying heads of
their states, guests of their Majesties the King and the Queen of Thailand or guests of Thai Government to and from
Thailand.

Aircraft used in International Red Cross services.

Aircraft registered on behalf of state.

Aircraft with the permission of the Minister of Transport and Communications.

PASSENGER SERVICE CHARGES

3.1 Passengers departing from airport within Bangkok FIR for foreign destination will be charged as follows:
3.1.1 Bangkok, Chiang Mai, Chiang Rai, Hat Yai , Phuket, Samui and Sukhothai airports : not exceeding 500 Baht.
3.1.2 Other airports : not exceeding 400 Baht.

3.2 Passengers departing from any airports for domestic destination airports will be charged as follows:
3.2.1 Samui and Sukhothai Airports : not exceeding 400 Baht
3.2.2 Other airports : not exceeding 50 Baht

Payment

The owner or possessor of aircraft or his agent is authorized to collect the passenger service charge from passengers
boarding his aircraft, if neither of them are in Thailand, pilot-in-command or an officer appointed by the Minister of Transport
and Communications is authorized to collect the charge. The collected charge must be handed over to Airport Manager,
together with the boarding passenger list certified by an immigration officer,within 7 days of departure except the charge
collected by pilot-in-command must be handed over to Airport Manager before departure. The one who fails to comply with
the above mentioned regulations shall be punished by fine three times of the collected charge.

Payment

In cases where airlines making non-scheduled flight-have a recognized agent in Bangkok, payment may be made at the end
of the month by the Agent to Aeronautical Radio of Thailand Ltd. (AEROTHAI) on presentation of the bill. Where there is
no agent, payment must be made before departure to Aeronautical Radio of Thailand Ltd. at the airport.

Exemptions

(a) Foreign military aircratft.

(b) Aircraft used for the operation of the foreign governments which carries the representatives of that government to
or through Thailand.

(d) Aircraft of flying clubs as well as private aircraft with maximum take-off weight not exceeding 5.7 tonnes which are
non-commercial or operated on a non-profit basis.
